NIPPERSINK PONY LEAGUE 

Serving the McHenry County area for many 

years and previously supported by 
Woodstock Little League, the GWBA 

continues to participate in this quality 30 – 
40 team league.   

 
The Nippersink PONY league offers a 
balanced level of play with two divisions, 

designed to address team skill level. 
Ironically, it was after the 2006 GWBA Cubs 

team played a near perfect 30 game season 
and won the Nippersink Pony Championship, 
when the Nippersink Board concluded two 

divisions were needed. 
 

Next, the Nippersink PONY league provides 
for six All Star teams, comprised of two 
players from each team, to face off in late 

May in a great setting for the best players to 
display their skills. 

 
After 26 games and in the last week of June, 
qualifying teams are seeded in a Sweet 16 

Play-off format, leading to the Championship 
game between the American and National 

Division Champs.  
 
This past 2007 season, the Championship 

game found both teams representing the 
American and National Divisions, tied at zero 

after four innings of play, before the 
American League Champs from Genoa City 
pulled away! 

 
The season starts around the 3rd week of 

April and wraps up July 01 concluding with 
the Championship game.
